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While the final touches were being put on our best-ever Fine Arts Festi-
val November 7

th
, I was finishing up the second day of ñThe Magnetic 

Church Conferenceò at Trinity in Aurora.  Although the name ñMagnetic 
Churchò was never explained, the implication is that following the in-
structorôs directions will draw people to our church. 
 
We started with the exterior of the property, evaluating signage, 
grounds, parking, and buildings.  Iôm pleased to report that our church 
building and lawns meet the grade, following the removal of a shrub in 
front that was creating a safety hazard by blocking the sidewalk; the 
parking lot is adequate, although the potholes could be filled in and it 
could be better lighted; the front sign is now mostly obscured by the tele-
phone companyôs big gray boxes and the sign garden needs to be re-
done, perhaps after relocating the sign? 
 
Inside, also, signs could be added directing people to the bathrooms, 
worship space, office, etc., and the lighting improved both upstairs and 
downstairs. 
 
Our written communications also came under review, which is the rea-
son changes have been made to the bulletin.  Especially noted was the 
difficulty of reading the tiny font and the crowded print.  Having enlarged 
the print, announcements will necessarily be kept brief.  Changes to our 
newsletter, The Leek, were also suggested:  First, that the symbol (now 
a Celtic cross) match the name (change the symbol to a picture of a 
Leek) or that we seek a new name for our newsletter; that articles not be 
more than two paragraphs; that we include pictures!  Our welcome bro-
chure, I was told, has too many pictures and not enough explanation of 
them. 
 
Other than that, weôre in good shape:  Our building and people are warm 
and inviting; the musician and choir are attracting more music lovers; the 
hot breakfast prepared by Steve and the menôs group draws a crowd for 
coffee hour the first Sunday of each month; the kitchenôs facelift is al-
most complete; and all who use the kitchen are delighted to have a dish-
washer.

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From the Archives 
 

In 1959, the first services were held 
in Saint Davidôs new church building 
at Easter.  In July of that year, Karl 
wrote all parishioners ñour church 
building and grounds are practically 
at the final stage of completioné
While we have a handsome and most 
complete church, there are still many 
things yet to be done.  I know from 
indications of the parishioners that 
some of the needed additions would 
be most desirable.  In order that a 
concise program of our additional 
needs be before all of us, it is the in-
tention of Father Harvey, the Finance 
Committee, the Interiors Committee, 
and the Building Committee to pre-
pare a master listé.ò 
 
On December 1, 1959, Father Harvey 
sent to Saint Davidôs parishioners a 
list of the ñneeded additionsòðand 
said that many could be given as me-
morials or gifts.  He wrote:  ñIt is our 
intention these memorials be appro-
priate and harmonious.  To select 
these furnishings, a committee has 
worked for nearly two years.ò  Mem-
bers of the original Committee on Me-
morials were Ethel, Cynthia, and 
Rosemary. 
 
The brass items on the list were pur-
chased from F. Osborne and Co., 
Ltd, ñEcclesiastical Goldsmiths and 
Silversmiths,ò located in London.  
With a letter dated February 1959 re-
questing the companyôs ñillustrated 
booklets,ò Father Harvey and the Os-
borne representative began a two-
year, intense correspondence. 
 
Father Harvey and the memorials 
committee must have agonized over 
some of the decisions.  For example, 

after the style of the altar vases had 
been selected, their height became the 
consuming subject:  the 10-inch vase 
was too small, the 14-inch one too tall 
when associated with the altar candle-
sticks.  Finally, the height of the vases 
was settled at 12.5 inches. 
 
ñWe have chosen designs we feel will 
never go óout of style,ôò Father Harvey 
wrote, ñknowing how tragic it would be 
for any memorial at any time to be set 
aside for poverty of quality or design.  These furnishings 
represent the best, and it is intended each be a permanent 
memorial.ò 
 
Many of the ñneeded additions,ò listed in Father Harveyôs 
letter and given as memorials and gifts to the church, were 
dedicated a year later, on Sunday, December 4, 1960.  In-
teresting stories are connected with several of these fur-
nishings, and they will be the subjects of this column during 
the coming year.
