Saint David’s Episcopal Church 
Annual Meeting 1/31/10 

 

The meeting was opened with an opening prayer, provided by Pastor 
Sue, at approximately 11:30 a.m. 
 

The congregation was invited to eat lunch. 
 

Senior Warden Eric began the business portion of the meeting by invit-
ing everyone to comment on any of the reports provided in the Annual 
Report. 
 

Rogera provided an update on the Inreach Committee including the 
number of birthday and anniversary cards that were sent out over the 
course of the year.  Rogera was thanked for her work on this committee. 
 

Pastor Sue asked for additional assistance with some of the church min-
istries.  She stated that she needs to reduce some of her workload for 
health reasons.  As an example, she explained that Kate will be heading 
up the McCleery School outreach. 
 

Steve provided a summary of the finances for 2009.  He stated that we 
have ended the year in the black due to increased pledges, successful 
fundraisers and increased facility usage that has generated rent.  He 
thanked everyone for their support of Saint David’s. 
 

Marie provided an update on the Kitchen Committee.  She stated that 
the committee’s goal is to finish with the kitchen work over the next 2 – 3 
months.  This will include some finishing work on the cabinets and then 
the task of organizing kitchen items. 
 

Eric summarized his Senior Warden’s report.  He thanked everyone for 
their financial support of Saint David’s and stated that this has been an 
answer to prayer in difficult economic times. 
Eric explained the budgets that were provided in the Annual Report.  A 
regular line item budget, as well as a narrative budget, were included.  
There were no comments or questions about the budgets. 
 
Sally provided the Nomination Committee report.  The Nomination Com-
mittee was comprised of Sally, Steve, Rogera and Eric.

The nominees were approved by 
unanimous acclamation. 
 

The retiring members of the Vestry, 
Sally, Steven and Rogera were 
thanked for their service.  All three 
will continue to be involved in the Lit-
urgy Committee, Finance, and In-
reach Ministry, respectively. 
 

Eric reviewed the annual calendar 
with the group.  Additional sugges-
tions were made for events.  These 
were noted on the calendar.  The 
Vestry will be meeting for its semi-
annual retreat on 2/13 and will further 
plan the church calendar, including 
Special Sundays and Formation 
Events. 
 

Eric closed the meeting with a prayer.
