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A Message for Pentecost
The Church Lives by Mission May 23, 2010

At the last meeting of the House of Bishops of the Episcopal Church,
we had a guest, the bishop of Bath and Wells from the United Kingdom.
He sat at my small group table and was telling us the story of the festivi-
ties they are using to mark the 1100th anniversary of the Diocese of
Bath and Wells. As a part of the celebration to mark this anniversary, he
traipsed around the boundaries of the Diocese of Bath and Wells, walk-
ing from village to village, trailed by reporters from the BBC. And he
said something very interesting. He said he realized how much time he
spends ordinarily talking to people who are already part of the church.
And he said it struck him powerfully as he was making this walking tour
of the diocese, that people in the church only seem to want to talk to him
about the church. Whereas spending time in the local pub or walking
into an encampment of folks who live in their cars, he said they primarily
want to talk about God.

It's been said that the church doesn't have a mission; it's more accu-
rate to say that God's mission has a church. | think we would be better
off rather than speaking at Pentecost as we do of the Holy Spirit being
given to the church, we would be better off speaking about the church
being given to the Holy Spirit of God.

God's Spirit has been lavished upon the world. God is at loose in the
world and God's mission—God's project—of restoring all creation to a
right relationship with himself is God's project. We are invited, the peo-
ple of God, who have been grafted into the living body of the Risen
Christ; we have the great privilege of joining in God's project.

The church lives by mission, as a fire lives by the fuel that feeds it.
In this season after the feast of Pentecost, | invite—I challenge—all of us
in the church to remember that restoring creation to God is God's pro-
ject, and to take our share in the great mission given to us, offered to us,
of offering ourselves to the work of the Holy Spirit. Get out there and
have conversations with people about God. Let's find the presence of
the living, risen Jesus in the world where he is already active and pre-
sent.

Find him, worship him there, celebrate his presence and point to it
with love and passion that the world might come to recognize how
deeply it is loved and how much God longs for all creation to be restored
to a right relationship with himself.

Enjoy this season and let's engage in the mission that God invites us
to make our own.

From The Archives

[ Consecration of
the church

Forty years ago
this month, Saint
Church
) was consecrated.
&, On April 3, 1970,
~- The Rt. Rev. Ge-
rald Francis Burrill,
Bishop of the Chi-
cago Diocese, had
written The Rev. John Earle McAdams,
Saint David’s rector:

Congratulations to you and to
your people for paying off your
indebtedness on the parish
church. This gives me a great
deal of personal satisfaction, hav-
ing been associated with Saint
David’s from its very beginning. |
look forward to being with you
and your people for the Service of
Consecration.

The consecration service was held on
June 21%, at 4 in the afternoon. The
consecration was preceded by even-
song with Bishop Co-Adjudicator,
James Winchester Montgomery, as the
officiant.

The consecration was solemn and filled
with symbolism. Bishop Burrill was the
consecrator, sprinkling the walls with
holy water and anointing them in 12
places with holy oil. Using the lan-
guage of the 1928 Prayer Book, he
prayed that the church building be
“separated henceforth from all unhal-
lowed, ordinary, and common uses and
dedicated to Thy service.” Bishop Bur-
rill traced with his staff a Greek Chi (X),
along with an Alpha and Omega, in

sand that had been strewn on the floor of the nave, in to-
ken that he was taking possession of the ground on which
the church stands in the Name of Christ. He prayed for
the people in all baptisms to take place in the church, for
those to be married in the church, and for all who should
receive communion at Saint David'’s.

During the service, The Very Rev. Frederick J. Ludtke,
dean of the Aurora deanery, presented the letter of conse-
cration. Karl Grube gave greetings to the congregation on
behalf of the parish. Trinity’s organist, Leo Lewis, pro-
vided music and directed the churches’ combined choirs.
Father Aitken, former rector of Saint David’s (who, in
1970, was rector of Saint Elisabeth’s in Glencoe), served
as bishop’s chaplain. Saint David’s ECW provided a re-
ception following the service.
