More than a year and a half ago, Saint David’s Vestry began implementing a 
three-year plan based on the vision:  ―Grow the Church, Form the Faithful, 
Change the World.‖  At that time, it was determined that we should have two 
Special Liturgy / Events each month; have one fellowship and one formation 
event each quarter; have one evangelism event and one outreach event each 
quarter; have one fundraiser per quarter. 

The pancake breakfast that Steve provides on first Sundays came out of 
the initial planning session and has been a great hit (fellowship for most of us, 
service for the men who cook and clean up).  By the way, service is an addi-
tional element of the three-year plan that I would like to encourage.  Youth, es-
pecially confirmands, should be urged to give service to the church / school / 
community once a month and their elders (us!) ought to be setting the exam-
ple. 

But back to the three-year plan.  Some of the short-term goals were 
―spiffing up‖ the kitchen, which is now virtually finished (many thanks to Greg & 
Chris, as well as the Kitchen Committee); changing the church’s light bulbs to 
Compact Fluorescent Lights (also completed—by Steve); and removing the 
bush in front that was blocking the sidewalk (Thanks to George, Jeff, & Greg).  
Another short-term goal, begun Saturday, is to fill in the pot holes in the drive-
ways and parking lots.  Two long-term goals are to continue adding money to 
an Endowment Fund for Saint David’s that could be used in case of emergen-
cies and to promote Planned Giving (donating money, stocks, or bonds to the 
church in one’s will, for example). 

The monthly and seasonal events are planned by the Vestry six months to 
a year in advance, although flexibility is key.  Let Vestry know what activities 
you’d like.

Formation:  Amazing Grace Coffee Hour Conversations, Cursillo Week-
end, Diocesan Convention, Lenten Study on Jonah, Holy Week & 
Easter. 

Seasonal Event:  Stewardship kick-off with breakfast, Annual Meeting. 
Service:  Hesed House, Sandwich Board, McCleery School: Collecting 

new hats & mittens, Collecting money for books, Wrapping books.

Six 55-inch tall 
candlesticks, 
called pavement or 
bier lights, stand 
against the east 
wall of Saint 
David’s sanctuary.  
On each of four of 
the lights, a differ-
ent name is en-
graved, but the 
names suggest 

that they were all members of one fam-
ily. 
 
Father Harvey had written F. Osborne 
and Co. Ltd, ―Ecclesiastical Goldsmiths 
and Silversmiths,‖ in London that he 
―hoped to purchase six‖ lights, but on 
January 8, 1960, he ordered just four.  
Each light cost $240. ―We … presently 
have only funds in hand for four and 
therefore will order the remaining two 
later,‖ he wrote. 
 
On January 14, Father Harvey wrote: 
―Of the four pavement office lights al-
ready ordered, three are to be in-
scribed and the fourth uninscribed.  
The first, In memory of Beverly L. Wa-
ters; the second, In memory of Jane 
Waters Conklin; the third, In memory of 
Martha Waters Smith.‖  Two months 
later, on March 17, Father Harvey 
wrote:  ―I wish also to give instructions 
for the engraving of the fourth one of 
the pavement office lights….In memory 
of Martha Smith Arnet. 
 
The four lights had been given as a 
memorial by Mable Kendall Waters, the 
widow of Beverly L. Waters, founder of 
Lyon Metal.  Jane and Martha were the 
couple’s daughters, and Martha Smith 
Arnet was a granddaughter.  A month 

after the granddaughter’s death, Father Harvey ordered 
two additional pavement lights.  They were a gift to Saint 
David’s from Mrs. Waters.
