From the Archives

A delightful piece was included in a
packet of articles and memorabilia
collected by Sara and her mother,
Jean, and recently donated to the Ar-
chives. The Beacon-News article
from February 1984 begins, “You've
heard of the church mouse. But a
church squirrel?”

“The squirrel darted into the church
just before services a week ago Sun-
day and made a beeline—or perhaps
a squirrel-line—up the nearby stairs
into the choir and organ loft. There it
found refuge in the dusty workings of
the church’s small pipe organ.” (This
refers to the pipe organ that was re-
placed in 1989 by the Ott instrument.)

“Efforts to entice it to leave or drive it
out proved fruitless. So the Sunday
service went on as scheduled. Rev.
McAdams changed the service’s first
hymn in honor of the fuzzy visitor.
‘All things bright and beautiful,’” the
congregation sang, ‘All creatures
great and small.”

The article continues, “The sound of
the organ didn’'t seem to frighten the
fuzzy interloper,” said the church or-
ganist. “In fact, the two had several
eye to eye meetings. ‘He kept peek-
ing out of the swell chest at me, and
where the swell pedal used to be,”
she said....

“Although the animal may have en-
joyed the warmth of his new nest, the
organ began immediately to get de-
cidedly...squirrelly.

“Second space ‘A’ went flat almost
immediately,” the organist said. ‘I
think he was sitting on it.”

The church door was left open after the
service, but the squirrel refused to go
out—into the cold and snow. The arti-
cle reports that, “Days passed and.
with them more services for parishion-
ers and a private communion service i
for the squirrel. Finding no buried nuts £
inside the organ, the squirrel went in
search of food. A box of communion .’
wafers proved just the thing... ‘He re-Lg

'

ceived his communion,”” Ann McAdams
said.

“The church’s hospitality was not without its cost.
[were] squirrel drippings and droppings everywhere. There
were muddy footprints on the organ keys. And more organ
notes were going sour—mostly the white keys.”

“I was trying to think of organ music | could play with three
or more flats (mostly on the black keys),” said the organist.

“By Thursday morning the church had decided enough was
enough. A humane trap was set and shortly thereafter Mr.
Squirrel was safely inside the cage and outside the church.”
The article ends with Father McAdams’ suggestion that the
squirrel, on its exit, may have been chattering the third
verse of “All Things Bright and Beautiful,” which goes, “The
cold wind in the winter....”

HIPAA Regulations Affect All
Parishioners

The Health Insurance Portability and
Accountability Act (HIPAA) of 1996 is
designed to protect the privacy of all pa-
tients. It is wide reaching in its scope.
Did you know if you or a family member
is hospitalized the hospital will not auto-
matically tell Saint David’'s? Even if you
indicate you are Episcopalian or are a
member of Saint David’s, they can'’t tell
us.

Please remember to call the church of-
fice, 630-896-7229, when you or a fam-
ily member is hospitalized. We want to
know so we can pray for you and reach
out to you in your time of need.

If you use the last of a church supply
item, such as the last garbage bag, light
bulb, bottle of juice, etc., please notify
the church office at 896-7229 so the ap-
propriate person can be notified to re-
stock the supply.

Marriage

Holy Matrimony is solemnized only after
instruction by the Clergy. It is recom-
mended that six months’ notice be
given, longer in the case of second mar-
riages. The season of Lent is not ap-
propriate for marriages. A pamphlet on
getting married at Saint David’s is avail-
able in the Parish Office.

BAPTISM

Holy Baptism is administered on designated Sundays
during the service. Holy Baptism is especially appropri-
ate at the Easter Vigil, on the Day of Pentecost, on All
Saints’ Day (or the Sunday after), the Feast of the Bap-
tism of Our Lord (the first Sunday after Epiphany) and
the Bishop’s visitation. Godparents must be baptized
Christians. It is recommended that they be either a con-
firmed member of this parish or active in their own par-
ish. Please call Pastor Sue to arrange for the baptism
and to schedule pre-baptismal instruction.
