The Leek 

 
On my way back from Home Depot, I caught a few minutes of ―The 
Diane Rehm Show‖ on National Public Radio.  The Dutch biologist, 
Frans de Waal, who was being interviewed told of studying the behavior 
of various animals, particularly the ways in which individuals of a species 
reconcile after a conflict.  His book is called The Age of Empathy 
(Harmony Books).  In it, he discusses the importance of empathy and of 
―the common good.‖ 
 
The example I heard him give was about dikes.  In Holland, a country 
below sea level, dikes are sacred, he said.  He then spoke of New Or-
leans, Hurricane Katrina, and the empathy that the people of the U.S.A. 
still feel for that city.  But if we really care, he said, we should insist that 
adequate dikes be built and maintained in that region:  It is for the com-
mon good. 
 
My opinion is that other infrastructure items that matter in the same way 
include bridges, roads, and trains.  Our taxes provide for local, state, 
and sometimes national government agencies to maintain the transpor-
tation system:  One role of government, de Waal says, is to provide for 
the common good. 
 
Are Christians, as well as government, responsible for the common 
good?  In which areas?  To what extent?  What role should we take in 
influencing our government? 
 
As we ponder the weighty issues of our time, we look to Jesus for 
enlightenment:  Jesus’ disciples shared a common purse and ate from a 
common dish; Jesus made sure that all were fed following the sermon 
on the mount (and/or plain); but mostly I think today of what Jesus said 
to his followers about caring for the ―least‖ among us:  That what we do 
for/to each other is exactly what we are doing for/to Jesus.  Now that’s a 
sobering thought! 
 
Please prayerfully consider not only what it means to be a Republican or 
a Democrat, but what it means to be a Christian.  Would we permit Je-
sus to live without health care because He is unemployed, young, old, 
whatever?  Isn’t it time for us to support the common good?

ECW Aurora Deanery Meeting 
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From the Archives 
 
I had another Archives note prepared 
for October, but decided to hold it for 
next month.  When the last-surviving 
founding member of a church dies, 
mention is in order.  Ralph was a 
Saint David’s original. 
 
We do not have a record, nor does 
the Chicago Diocesan Archives, of 
the names of the people who met 
with The Rt. Rev. Gerald Francis Bur-
rill at Trinity Church in Aurora on No-
vember 17th, 1955.  Counting the 
Bishop, 11 were in attendance includ-
ing Trinity’s rector, The Rev. Samuel 
W. Vose, and the Dean, The Very 
Rev. Gowan C. Williams from St. 
Mark’s, Glen Ellyn.  The subject of 
the meeting was the establishment of 
a new Episcopal church on the west 
side of Aurora. 
 
A second meeting was held at Trinity 
on February 18th, 1956 and, again, 
neither we nor the Diocese has a re-
cord of the names of the 17 people 
attending.  At that meeting, Bishop 
Burrill gave the go-ahead for the new 
church, its name was selected, and 
the first—the founding—Bishop’s 
Committee of Men (the mission 
status equivalent of a Vestry) was ap-
proved. 
 
In his 1959 History, parishioner Karl 
wrote, ―…the Bishop approved a 
committee of six men to serve as a 
Bishop’s Committee:  
 
These were Karl, John, Ralph, John, 
Roy, and Henry.‖ 
 

Their first task was readying a peti-
tion, signed the next week on Febru-
ary 24th, which was mailed to Bishop 

Burrill.  There were 33 petitioners for 
St. David’s Mission. 
 

That first year, the Bishop’s Committee 
was charged with selection of a site for 
the church (two properties had been 
offered); building of the church, requir-
ing an architect and capital; and the 
operation of the Mission, which was 
meeting in Lowry Chapel at Aurora Col-
lege (now University).  In April 1956, 
the Bishop appointed Robert Condit 
Harvey Saint David’s first priest.  The 
decisions made by those men serving on the first Bishop’s 
Committee and by Father Harvey shaped in large measure 
what Saint David’s was to become. 
 

During Saint David’s first decade, 21 men served on 
Bishop’s Committees and Vestries.  Ralph served the long-
est, a total of eight years.  Jerry served seven; Hap, six; 
and Karl, Henry, George, Grafton, Richard, and John, five 
years. 
 

On the narthex stairwell wall is a picture of the 1963 
Bishop’s Committee taken on the occasion of the Diocesan 
Convention when Saint David’s achieved parish status. Of 
that Committee, Hap and Jerry are now the only living 
members.

FRONT DOOR RENOVATION 
 

The Front Door Renovation Committee met for 
the second time on Sunday, September 26, and 
is making real progress.  Jill and Cynthia brought 
information and stain samples.  Together with 
Sally B., we narrowed immediate choices down to 

three and Cynthia will bring further samples on Sunday.  
In a couple of weeks, we’ll invite the congregation to vote 
for the color. 
 

Brad, who had stained the exterior of the church, recom-
mended sanding, using oil-based stain, and finishing with 
spar varnish.  He would do the work for $500. 
 

We reiterate our resolve to remove the Plexiglas from the 
stained glass windows in the narthex and replace it with 
glass.  The windows can then be back-lighted with can 
lights to attract attention at night.  We also recommend 
that the exterior framing around those windows and the 
doors be refinished, as well, to emphasize them. 
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HIPAA Regulations Affect All 
Parishioners 
 
The Health Insurance Portability and 
Accountability Act (HIPAA) of 1996 is 
designed to protect the privacy of all pa-
tients.  It is wide reaching in its scope.  
Did you know if you or a family member 
is hospitalized the hospital will not auto-
matically tell Saint David’s?  Even if you 
indicate you are Episcopalian or are a 
member of Saint David’s, they can’t tell 
us. 
 
Please remember to call the church of-
fice, 630-896-7229, when you or a fam-
ily member is hospitalized.  We want to 
know so we can pray for you and reach 
out to you in your time of need. 
 

Church Supplies 
 
If you use the last of a church supply 
item, such as the last garbage bag, light 
bulb, bottle of juice, etc., please notify 
the church office at 896-7229 so the ap-
propriate person can be notified to re-
stock the supply. 
 

Marriage 
 
Holy Matrimony is solemnized only after 
instruction by the Clergy.  It is recom-
mended that six months’ notice be 
given, longer in the case of second mar-
riages.  The season of Lent is not ap-
propriate for marriages.  A pamphlet on 
getting married at Saint David’s is avail-
able in the Parish Office. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

BAPTISM 
 
Holy Baptism is administered on designated Sundays 
during the service.  Holy Baptism is especially appropri-
ate at the Easter Vigil, on the Day of Pentecost, on All 
Saints’ Day (or the Sunday after), the Feast of the Bap-
tism of Our Lord (the first Sunday after Epiphany) and 
the Bishop’s visitation.  Godparents must be baptized 
Christians.  It is recommended that they be either a con-
firmed member of this parish or active in their own par-
ish.  Please call Pastor Sue to arrange for the baptism 
and to schedule pre-baptismal instruction.
